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Abstract: This study is based on my four-semester online Chinese
teaching experience, focusing on comparative analysis of learning
outcomes from the teaching models of both face-to-face and online
instructions. My study suggests that online Chinese instruction may
obtain similar learning outcomes if it is carefully designed and well
executed, but the efficiency isn’t as good as the one of classroom
instruction. Learners may still prefer face-to-face class if both types of
instructions are available, especially for those at the lower or beginner’s
levels. This study also suggests that the design of online language
instruction should pay a close attention to students’ interactivities as well
as other communicative modes in order to create a native or near native
language learning environment. Online Chinese instruction may help
learners gain their abilities to recognize Chinese characters due to more
readily available online readings materials. Finally, the instructor’s
supervising and the learner’s self-discipline are equally important to
ensure the effectiveness of online learning.
